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	Abstract:  This year we have identified two international wireless carriers that are using USA MINs, IFAST believes there are other conflicts yet not identified.  The two wireless carriers identified, both have used their country code as the first digits for their MINs.  The question is, how can the MBI and IFAST administrators’ best manage this situation?  Some options are listed below:

(1) Post conflicts on the MBI and IFAST web site.

(2) Wireless carriers that provide international roaming, change roaming agreements that require compliance with IFAST and MIN guidelines. 

(3) Change MBI guidelines to add these MINs to troublesome codes.

(4) Change MBI guidelines to allow IFAST to have an MBI account to apply for MIN conflicts and allows them to invoice international carrier annually. 
(5) IFAST to escalate to an international telecom standards group – ITU, ??



	Background:    
In addition to Hutchison Telecom MIN conflicts (issue 060626-002) 8522nn – 8529nn.  

We have identified another conflict in Mexico with IUSACELL –

 IUSACELL (Mexican Wireless service provider) has MBIs that are being used that begin with 52XXXX.  
Neither Hutchison or Iusacell’s MINs are currently available for assignment in MBI database.  IFAST has been notified and they are talking to IUSACELL.
