Crossroads/MBI Analysis
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This document contains an analysis of the discrepancies between the MBI and Crossroads databases.


Action Item: MBI Admin to run a report on internal and PR to determine if any MBIs have been assigned. 


Vangent ran an analysis on the Crossroads database to determine if the MBIs in Crossroads matched the North American Number Plan MBI format and what companies had assignments within that number space.  The report results reflected a total of 23 theoretical NPA codes that coincided with the MBI number space.  There was one code that corresponded with an existing NPA.  Mitch Kaufman will provide a copy of the report.



Action Item:   MBI Admin to send out an email to update distribution list.  



Vangent completed this action the week of July 14th.



Mitch Kaufman provided an update on the Crossroads analysis that is run each quarter.  The last quarterly analysis was completed on July 7th.  Vangent will be sending out a formal letter on this analysis.  



The purpose of this analysis is to identify what MBIs are in Crossroads but not in the MBI database.  The latest report shows there are 209 MBIs in Crossroads but not in the MBI database – covering 28 companies.  This is down from the previous quarter which had 302 MBIs in Crossroads but not in MBI database and covered 39 companies.  There was one number company on the list and 12 companies dropped off the list from the previous quarter.  Mitch indicated that the new company on the list is probably due to a timing issue.   Vangent is attributing the interaction between the MBI Administrator and the carriers for the improvement in these numbers.  


Of the 28 companies - 14 companies are currently MBI users, 4 are GFOs and 10 are not registered with MBI Administration.  Vangent will be contacting these 10 companies to become registered users of MBIs.  



· IFAST Update


IFAST is currently scheduled to meet via conference call on 7/29 to discuss items related to the MBI and IFAST database.  Since only 3 companies have registered for the 7/29 meeting, Vangent is unsure if this conference call meeting will occur due to the limited participation.  Mitch noted that the group currently running IFAST has split off from ATIS.  Mitch did not know how many companies are currently members of IFAST.
